Who is Family Shelter Service?

Family Shelter Service provides a range of services to victims of domestic violence and their children in
DuPage County. Our 24-hour crisis hotline makes these services instantly accessible. Three shelter locations,
with a total capacity for 46 women and children, offer safe refuge for up to six months.

For those families and individuals who do not require the immediate safety of shelter, individual and group
counseling are offered at our community counseling facility in Wheaton, Downers Grove and at our satellite
office at Good Samaritan Hospital.

Services to children are specifically designed for their needs and are offered in both our shelter and community
counseling programs. Our Court Advocacy Program provides assistance and support to abuse survivors seeking
safeguards provided by the judicial system. Family Shelter also plays a vital role in raising community
awareness, providing education and information and engaging the community in a dialogue about how best to
address this devastating societal issue.
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
